USATT brings together leaders from the military, civilian government, academia and industry to address challenges and highlight successes across the aerospace industry with a keen focus on second- and third-tier companies. Nationally recognized leaders from these segments present their views on the state of the industry in the United States and offer suggestions for developing a roadmap ahead. Included in the discussions are decision makers from Air Force Material Command, NASA, FAA, prime contractors, Department of Commerce, leaders in the business aviation sector and senior personnel from OSD, Navy, Army, HQ US Air Force, state government, etc., who will be on hand to engage in one-of-a kind dialogue.

This year's conference and exposition include presentations and posters providing technology-focused aviation solutions for the aerospace industry in government, civil and commercial applications, as well as flight demonstrations in both defense and business aviation. 
WHO SHOULD SUBMIT
Those developing practical solutions to the topics listed above are encouraged to submit presentations. USATT provides the military aviation personnel, Tier 1 contractors, Tier 2 contractors, academia and commercial aviation specialists the opportunity to openly discuss the obstacles and solutions they face pertaining to the conference tracks listed below.

The goal of the conference is for attendees to engage in information exchange and in developing a better understanding of each other's issues, allowing us to collaborate on potential combined solutions for the future.
TOPICS
Track 1:  Advanced Manufacturing Techniques: “Small to Large”
This track promotes innovative manufacturing techniques that span the range from "small to large." We are seeking presentations in all areas of manufacturing of interest to the aerospace industry including modeling, NDE techniques, system health monitoring, condition-based maintenance, factory design, process development and control, composite processing and repair, metals processing and joining, modeling and improvement to shop floor technology and ergonomics. Additional topics of interest are discussion of the significance of TRLs and MRLs, as well as manufacturing SBIR topics for the small business. This list is meant to serve as a guideline only; presentations are not limited to these topics. Abstracts are evaluated for their emphasis on manufacturing technology and innovation.
Track 2:  Alternative Energy/Fuels Discussions
This track examines current capabilities and newly emerging technologies in the area of batteries, fuel cells, thermal management in propulsion, biomass conversion to jet fuels and alternative energy ground equipment associated with aerospace activities.
Track 3:  Sensors
This track addresses state-of-the-art sensing technologies used in geospatial information collection, processing and exploitation, as well as multi-sensor fusion applications. Areas of interest include, but are not limited to, passive and active electro-optics and radio frequency sensors, high-throughput data computation and storage, algorithm development and trusted data networks for layered sensing architectures.
Track 4:  Human Performance and Aerospace Medicine: “Sustaining the Human Factor”
This track promotes the latest innovative research and design in human performance and aerospace medicine. The focus is the enhancement, sustainment and recovery of the human and human performance capability regardless of environment, threat or conditions. We are seeking presentations in all areas of human performance research and development including, but not limited to, the following topics:
· Human systems integration

· Performance enhancement

· Medical readiness and aeromedical evacuation (logistics, shock/trauma management, specialized equipment, advanced patient simulation, CBRNE)

· Aircrew sustainability

· Remote life support monitoring

· Cognition and decision making (in collaborative highly stressful scenarios, decision making in a culturally diverse environment)

· Virtual work station control

· Homeland defense control

· Bio-environmental concerns

· Public health and ergonomic applications (cockpit, work stations, aircrew/ground crew clothing ensembles, personal protective equipment)  

Abstracts are evaluated on their unique potential for application to foster innovation and showcase new technology to the aerospace medicine arena.

Track 5:  Unmanned Aircraft Systems
This track promotes innovative UAS technology spanning from "small to large." We are seeking abstracts in all areas of UAV/UAS, including advanced propulsion, heavy fuel propulsion, sense and avoid, operation in urban areas, modeling and simulation, frequency management, low Reynolds number aerodynamics and integration of UAS in the National Airspace System. This list is meant to serve as a guideline only; presentations are not limited to these topics. Abstracts are evaluated for their emphasis on relevance to current UAV/UAS operating environments, uses of off-the-shelf technology and technological innovation.

1. Abstracts are due in Microsoft Word format. Each submission should include the following:


a. Brief title
b. Category (Track)
c. Author name, title, organization
d. Abstract should be text only. No graphics or tables.
e. If this presentation is selected, this content will be used in the Conference program and website.

f. Briefing slides will be required prior to conference and all presenters will be notified of submission procedures.


2. A completed abstract submission template must be filled out on-line.  www.USATTEXPO.com. Choose the “Speaker Zone” menu option.
3. Notification of accepted and rejected abstracts will be sent-out no later than April 17, 2009 EXTENDED TO MAY 1, you must respond by April 24, 2009 EXTENDED TO MAY 8.
4. All presentations slides must be in Microsoft PowerPoint (version 2003 or below) or Adobe PDF format. NOTE: If you are using MS PowerPoint 2007, please save in version 2003 format.

5. No information presented during the conference shall exceed the For Official Use Only (FOUO) classification.

6. It is the responsibility of the presenter to determine if their information requires security, legal, foreign disclosure and public affairs review by their organization.

7. While presentations can be marked as For Official Use Only (FOUO), it is encouraged that speakers make their presentations for Public Dissemination. 

8. All plenary session presentations are for Public Dissemination.

9. Biographies will be made available on the conference website. Do not submit personal information in your biography you wish not to be made available on the conference website. Please keep biographies to 150 words or less in paragraph format.
10. We ask that industry speakers at the conference sponsor an item or exhibit at the conference.

11. Industry presenters must brief on issues, initiatives and advancements you are involved with.  No presenter shall use this presentation forum as a specific product sales pitch.  The Staff asks you to highlight needs and solutions in general terms, not in manufacturing specific ones.

12. Important Note: Government and academia poster presentations that are accepted must pay the registration fee.  Industry presentations and posters that are accepted must sponsor an item valued at $2000 or exhibit.
